To be judged
on hands, seat, guidance & control of the horse. Jumper-type horses are encouraged, and jumper equipment is allowed. A Time Allowed will be
used based on a speed of 360 yards per minute. The judge will give a numerical score for each competitor’s round. The announcer will announce
the judge’s numerical score and then deduct time faults as follows: one point for each commenced second over the Time Allowed. Rules regarding
Time to Start (JP131) and Starting and Stopping (JP137) will apply. Jumping penalties are to be considered in accordance with the USEF hunter/
jumper seat equitation rules. There will be no work-off. Points awarded to top eight riders; 8, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1. Riders will receive double points
in classes with 15 or more riders. Five points required to qualify a rider for the Pickwick Medal Finals.

Rider one to complete a course of 5-7 obstacles at a maximum height of 1.10m then dismount in the designated box where they
will push the “buzzer” to release the next rider.

Rider two can cross the start timer upon release by their teammate. Rider two will complete a course of 5-7 obstacles at maximum
height of 1.30m. Team time is complete once rider two crosses the finish line.

This Competition is for teams of two Athletes. The team members enter the arena together. Each team may consist of no more than
one professional.

The Athlete going through the starting line must jump the first obstacle and the Athlete jumping the last obstacle must cross the finish
line in order to stop the clock.

The time of the round is taken from the moment the first Athlete crosses the starting line until the second member of the team passes
through the finish line.

The time allowed is based on the speed for the Competition and the length of the course multiplied by the number of team members.

If, during the round, disobediences with knock down are committed, the time corrections must be added to the time taken to
complete the round.

The Elimination of a team member incurs the Elimination of the whole team.
The second disobedience by any team member or a fall by an Athlete/Horse eliminates the whole team.

The team is eliminated if, in changing over, the Athlete crosses the start timer before their teammate has hit the buzzer.
